Dear Executive Vice-President of the World Draughts Federation (FMJD),
Dear members of FMJD Management Committee,

We believe that in 2003 the Draughts Federation of Russia (DFR) was
illegally excluded by Mr. Hilderink from the World Draughts Federation
(FMJD), however the decision was not taken at General Assembly as it was
established by the Statutes, therefore such action was not legitimate. Because of
illegal decision of one person the Draughts Federation of Russia suffered
significant material and moral losses. Despite this fact we addressed Mr. Ptitsyn
friendly letter with request to consider this incident closed herewith giving the
management of the World Draughts Federation the opportunity to settle the
matter amicably under the existing circumstances.

To our regret, we got from Mr. Ptitsyn disrespectful reply having the nature of
ultimatum. Some of his requirements can be even considered as absurd. The
Draughts Federation of Russia can not accept such tone and observe passively
illegal actions of some persons from the World Draughts Federation.

In this connection we have to declare the following:

1. The Draughts Federation of Russia was and remains the member of the
World Draughts Federation. This International Federation can not be
considered as private property of Mr. Hilderink and Mr. Pritsyn. In
accordance with the FMJD Statutes, exclusively the General Assembly
can admit or exclude a national Federation from FMJD. Therefore, this
question can be discussed only at the General Assembly. At the same time~
we are ready to consider any matters and claims, if they will be presented
in proper and friendly manner.

2. Some representatives of Russia mislead the members of FMID
Management Committee having provided them with false information
about availability in Russia of several Federations of national caliber. We
declare with full responsibility that in Russia the only National Federation
exists, namely, the Draughts Federation of Russia (DRF). This Federation
was acknowledged by the Federal Agency for Physical Culture and Sports
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registered at the Ministry of Justice of the Russian Federation. Admittance
to FMJD of the second Federation from Russia is gross violation of the
FMJD Statutes and any meetings with the participation of these
federation’s representatives are illegitimate.

. De facto FMJD is governed by the representatives of the Netherlands. We
earnestly request the representatives of this country cease all
discriminating actions towards the Draughts Federation of Russia. They
are kindly asked to discuss all matters with regard to invitations for
tournaments, organization of competitions on the territory of Russia etc.
exclusively with the Draughts Federation of Russia. In case of further
discriminating actions towards DFR, we will be forced to approach
GAISF, NOC of the Netherlands, and if necessary, to take legal steps.

. Like other federations developing national types of draughts (USA, Italy),
DFR will grant privileges for the development of the Russian draughts
forming the integral part of the national Russian culture and having
centuries-old history. In this connection we can not understand why Mr.
Hilderink and Mr. Ptitsyn do not impede independent activities of the
Checkers International Federation and the Checkers Federation of the
USA for the developments of checkers around the world, meanwhile they
disqualify the Draughts Federation of Russia for similar actions enhancing
the prestige of the Russian draughts around the world. As to the
observance of FMJL Statutes, Mr. Ptitsyn and Mr. Hilderink with regard
to matters related to DFR violated it so frequently that they hardly have
moral right to require its observance from national Federations.

We do hope that the members of FMJD Management Committee will reveal
common sense peculiar to them, settle the matter and bring all their strengths for
the development of draughts around the world.
